With the holidays approaching fast, it is 
that time of the year for employers to think 
about what kind of end of the year celebra-
tion they would like to organize and what 
kinds of gifts are the best for their employees, 
clients and companies they do business with. 
To find out more about the art of thought-
ful gift giving, we reached out to Patty Berg, 
Founder and CEO of one of our newest mem-
bers, The Wishing Tree Company. This is 
what she told us. 

Nearly every kind of business - whether 
corporate, small business or professional 
services – expresses appreciation for its 
customers or clients with gifts. Business 
gifting is a whopping $125B segment of 
the retail sector. But according to recent 
research, we’re getting it all wrong.

For the first time, researchers have 
looked at this business gifting dynamic 
through the eyes of the gift recipients. The 
takeaways are surprising and key to more 
effective client appreciation programs. If 
we’re going to spend all that money, let’s 
make it count, right?

A Seattle-based company has taken 
a deep dive into this topic by surveying 
recipients of business gifts, from CEOs 
to MVCs (most valued clients) and junior 
partners. Instead of playing the year-end 
guessing game or defaulting to a token 
bottle of wine or box of golf balls, take note. 
The results will give you the right perspec-
tive for choosing business gifts that will 
delight your giftees and create a deeper 
connection. And isn’t that the point?

At the top of the survey results was 
genuine thoughtfulness – recipients were 
most appreciative of those who took the 
time to match them with a memorable gift 
that speaks to who they are as individuals.

We’ve all been guilty of picking that 
really cool gift because WE loved it. 

 When you give a gift that truly resonates 

with your client, it’s often something they’ll 
enjoy but maybe haven’t thought to get for 
themselves. Things they buy all the time or 
could buy anytime will not light them up. 
Nor will they remember your effort.

Certain gifts may even backfire. Tread 
carefully if you think a company branded 
item might make a good gift. The survey 
shows that folks actually feel less appreci-
ated when the gifts they are given sport 
company logos and such.

How much to spend depends on the 
level of the relationship. Fifty dollars to 
$150 is the general range, with the lower 
end appropriate for most regular custom-
ers and the high end for your MVCs and 
C-Suite clients. 

But cost is secondary to the fit. If you 
haven’t chosen a thoughtful gift that reso-
nates with the client, spending a lot is not 
going to redeem the faux pas.

THE TAKEAWAYS:
Light them up with gifts that tell a story. 

Made in USA, locally sourced or ethically-
produced gifts carry extra, intangible value.  
Be a whole-hearted human and write a short 
note of thanks to send along with the gift. 
Most of all, make your client gifts memo-
rable. Pamela Danziger, who researches 
affluent Americans, says “...it’s memora-
bility that drives the connectedness and 
loyalty” that we want to nurture with our 
gifts. And that, she says, also creates ROI.
